Exchange of data between countries

Chapter V of the Regulation provides supplementary rules on the transfer of personal data to third countries, that is, non-EU Member States. Reference is made to the website of the Danish Data Protection Agency (Datatilsynet) on the transfer of personal data to third countries (in Danish).
The provisions of the Data Protection Act are supplemented by Article 37 of the Convention, which provides a limitation on the right to exchange data on children. Article 37 thus prohibits requests for and transfers of children's data if the data are likely to place a child's person or property in danger or constitute a serious threat to the liberty or life of a member of the child's family.
Please note that all data and documents will normally be transmitted to the other country unless it is clearly mentioned that the data must not be transferred to any other country.
